Stebbins takes on a new meaning with an nature interpreter. Marvel at the relationship between landscape, 
plants and animals at this free UC reserve that is a closely held, secret haven for nature escapees. There are 
no signs on 128 to call attention to it, so follow these directions:

Directions from Davis or from 113 South: Head west on Russell or Covell Blvd. These roads merge before crossing Interstate 
505. Pass through Winters and proceed on Highway 128. (After about 4.5 miles you will pass Pleasants Valley Road and the en-
trance to Lake Solano Park on the left. After another 5 miles you will pass over Putah Creek. At this point you will see Monticello Dam 
on the right.) Across the small bridge over Putah Creek there are two parking areas on the right. The second lot is directly across the 

street from Stebbins Cold Canyon Reserve.
